New London Hospital Begins
Phase One of Renovation Project

NEW LONDON - New London Hospital
began work on its $21 million, 18-month
expansion and renovation project yesterday.

The first phase involves site work and expansion

of parking areas to accommodate growing
patient volume and make room for the
eventual construction of a 46,000-square-
foot, two-story addition.

The addition will have new medical office
space and the full project includes expanded
clinical space for speciality services such as
oncology treatment, sleep disorders and the

Coumadin Services, creation of all -new
private patient rooms, a chapel and a new
physical rehabilitation center.

A groundbreaking ceremony is tentatively
planned for August 30.

“This is a momentous summer for New
London Hospital. Our community hospital
will look entirely different in 2009 when the
project is complete and our facility will then
match our already high quality healthcare
services,” stated G. William Helm, JR.
chairman of the board of trustees of the hospital.
